Rev. Jerome Berryman,     

curriculum founder     

Welcome to the

Transitional Kindergarten

and Kindergarten Class

at Myers Park Baptist Church 

A marvelous year of wonder and discovery

awaits you and your child in this class that

straddles the time between the Early

Childhood Department and the Elementary

Department.  On Sunday mornings, your

child will experience a Montessori-based

curriculum called God ly Play .  In all other

programs, including the annual Christmas

Pageant, the TK/K class will interact with the

Elementary Department.

God ly Play  invites children to “play” with

Bible stories, parables and Christian traditions

with the gentle guidance of our storytellers

Maria Long and Dawn Hull.  Appropriate for

the spiritual development of TK’s and K’s,

God ly Play provides an avenue for children

to connect their personal experiences to their

own discovery of God.  It is a way of

preparing children to join in the worship and

life of our congregation as they grow in a

deeper understanding of Christian stories,

symbols and rituals.

Our Philosophy

Every child is a person of value, not because

of what a child does, but because he or she is

a child of God.  A child learns best when

encouraged to discover the wonder, mystery

and awe of God’s presence for him or herself.

Our educational programs are designed to aid

children mature in their faith and to find ways

to retain and integrate the faith story in their

hearts, minds and lives.

Sunday Morning

The TK/K class meets at 9:30 a.m. each

Sunday in Room 213, located on the second

floor of the Education Building. 

At 10:45, our parent volunteers guide the

TK/K class to the Sanctuary to sit on the rug

next to the piano.  After the Invocation, the

class is led to the Cornwell Center and back

to their classroom, where they have their

Feast (snack) and a circle time until they are

picked up by their parents.

Bible Stories

In September, we explore the lives and

actions of the People of God.  Our stories

from the Bible will include Noah and his

family; Abraham, Sarah, Rebekah and Isaac.

At Advent we focus on the Mystery of

Christmas and on the Incarnation of God.

In the Spring we learn the Parables taught by

Jesus.  During Lent we explore the Mystery of

Easter and the Resurrection of Jesus.

We conclude our church school year in May

with the teaching of Pentecost.
