Stories of Courage:  Zacchaeus and the Rich Young Man

Dear Parents, 
     Our February rotation workshops will focus on two New Testament stories from
our children’s animated film Treasures in Heaven.  This film is a wonderful story
of contrast between two men who seek to follow Jesus.  The rich young man asks
how to gain eternal life and leaves saddened because he won’t forsake his worldly
wealth; while Zacchaeus, the greedy tax collector, gives half of his wealth to the
poor and restores four-fold anything he has wrongly taken from his people, to follow
Jesus.

We will be doing activities in our workshops that encourage the children to think
about justice issues and how Jesus viewed the love of money and how it affected
the spiritual lives of the people of his time.  We will also be talking about how hard it
is to truly follow the teachings of Jesus and what it means to follow Jesus today.
